As you know we are always looking for better ways to improve our curriculum and the school’s atmosphere. Last year, we emphasized “Fitness and the International Curriculum”. This year, in honor of our partnership with India, we are introducing the children to Yoga and we are emphasizing mental math.


I know you are curious about who is going to teach your child in September. I can promise you that it is going to be an excellent teacher who will conform to our school standards and philosophy. We do not, however, sign contracts with our staff until the end of the school year, and we’re continuing to explore our options with a large list of highly qualified potential candidates. We were told that all our pre-school staff are planning to remain with the Academy.


Obviously I encourage you to register your children with us for next year. Your children are well prepared to continue within our rigorous yet developmentally appropriate academic educational program (which as you know is a year ahead of other schools).
